Lian Quan Zhen is a popular wa-
tercolor and Chinese painting artist 
and teacher in the US and abroad. 
He is one of the most popular au-
thors of North Light Books that has 
published three of his books as 

shown bellow. 

    Lian started sketching and paint-
ing in his childhood and continue 
as hobby while he practiced medi-
cine as a family physician in Can-
ton Province, China. After immi-
grating to the US in 1985, he ob-
tained a Bachelor of Arts Degree 
from University of California at 
Berkeley in 1992 and a Master of 
Architecture Degree from MIT in 
1996. He has many shows in the 
US, Hong Kong and China and 
developed an international follow-
ing. His paintings hang in numer-
ous institutional and private collec-

tions including the MIT Museum 
which has collected 14 of his 

paintings. 

    His art teaching credentials 
include at the University of Cali-
fornia at Berkeley where he 
taught watercolor outdoor sketch-
ing for 8 years; watercolor and 
Chinese painting workshops 
nationwide in US, Europe, Can-
ada, Mexico, Bahamas, China, 
South Africa and Australia. Also, 
Lian has been an invited juror for 
California, Colorado, New Mexico 
and Kentucky Watercolor Socie-
ties' exhibitions and other local 
shows. His paintings featured in 
magazines such as Watercolor 
94 Spring, Splash4, Collectors 
(Hong Kong) and books of Land-
scape on Watercolor (UK), Find-
ing Your Visual Voice and 

Painter's Quick Reference 
books by North Light Books: 
Flowers and Blooms, Dogs and 
Cats, Birds and Butterflies, 
Landscapes and Drawing and 
Painting Animals - the Essential 

Guide.

The Chi-
nese Painting Techniques for 
Exquisite Watercolor, published 
in October of 2000; the Chinese 
Watercolor Techniques - Paint-
ing Animals, published in De-
cember of 2004, with demos on 
video tapes and DVDs made by 
Teaching Arts in UK; Chinese 
Watercolor Techniques for Ex-
quisite Flowers published in 
2009.

Plagiarize  -[plagiarius, kidnap-
per] ð to take (ideas, writings, 
etc.) from another and pass 
them off as oneõs own ð plagia-
rism, plagiarist, plagiarizer.  -  
Websterôs NEW WORLD Dic-
tionary 

It is time to discuss plagiarism and 
original works of art as it relates to 
Valley Watercolor Society ï and 
all other art organizations and 
societies.  

VWS has strict policies regarding 
the submittal of original art work 
into juried art exhibits, as does 
VIVA and all other artists organi-
zations.  All ñCall for Entryò forms 
contain a statement affirming that 
the art being submitted is the art-
istôs own original work. By signing 
the entry form, the artist ac-
knowledges that the work is 
their own and not one of the 
following:  

Work done in a workshop 

Copies of other artists 
work 

Copies of photographs 
from other artists, maga-
zines, or newspapers 

Recognizable copies of 
someone elseõs work 
(paintings and/or photos) 

Recent events, as well as those in the 
past, bring up the need to address this 
situation.  VIVA has requested that 
each of the four founding organiza-
tions discuss the problem of plagia-
rism with their club members.   Plagia-
rism and copyright violations are a 
danger both to VWS and VIVA, as 
well as any gallery accepting work 
passed off as original.  Works of art 
may be rejected or removed from an 
exhibit and proof of reference material 
may be required to establish that the 
work is the artists own.   

The seriousness of these offenses 
may lead to an artist being banned 
from entering any future VWS and 
VIVA exhibits.

Start your own ARTISTS CRITIQUE GROUP    by Sandy Delehanty  (April 2010) 

Improve your skills and increase your knowledge by starting a Critique Group 

The single greatest contributing factor to my skills as an artist is the Critique Group that Kathy 
Young Ross, Penny Hill and I started in the summer of 1992.  The group is still going strong 
today.   We each have our strengths, we work in many different mediums, and we have our own 
personal styles.  We share our knowledge of different art materials and we bring different art 
world experiences to the group.  We bounce ideas off each other, we problem-solve as a group, 
everyone feels free to speak up and contribute.   When someone is lacking inspiration, we kick 
around ideas to get him or her going.  Most importantly, we boost each other's confi-
dence.  When a painting meets the approval of this group, I feel it is ready for the gallery 

*  Artists should be at a similar level of ability 
 
* Limit the group to no more than 8 or 9 members so meetings don't take too long 
 
* A minimum of 5 members is needed to have enough people show up each meeting 
 
* Meet on the same day of the week for easier scheduling (we meet on Mondays at 1:30pm) 
 
* Take turns hosting the group in your homes or studios  
 
* We like to meet every two or 3 weeks; we pick the date and location for the next Critiqueat the 
end of each meeting 
 
* Appoint someone to send out a reminder email with the next date and location 
 
*  We have a "30 second rule", the artist puts up a painting and no one speaks for 30 seconds 
so everyone can study the painting without being influenced by someone's statement first 
 
*  Paintings need not be finished to critique.  In fact, if you get "stuck," take your half-done paint-
ing and the group will advise you where to go with it 
 
* Donôt be so nice that you are not being helpful.  This is a Critique - not a social event 
 
*  All members must be able to separate themselves from their art and not take criticism per-
sonally 
 
* If someone leaves the group, everyone should agree on the artist being invited to take their 
place.  A good way to do this is invite someone to come as a "guest" to a critique without letting 
him or her know there is a vacancy.  Once the group sees how they fit in each person can vote.
